Tournament Overview

¶ The tournament is hosted by Long Cove Club, the University of 

South Carolina and Darius Rucker, and is widely known as the 

top womenôs collegiate golf tournament in the country. 

¶ 2023 will mark the tournamentôs 11th year and it will run from 

Monday, February 27 to Wednesday, March 1, 2023 with 17 

teams competing for the title.  This year, we will also have two 

individual players competing from HBCU (Historically Black 

Colleges & Universities).

¶ The tournament kicks off with a practice round on Sunday, 

February 26th followed by a private concert by Darius Rucker 

and his band at the Arts Center of Coastal Carolina.  Players, 

their coaches, sponsors and some lucky Long Cove Club 

members are treated to a full concert in this intimate venue.  

¶ Over 130 Long Cove Members volunteer to run the event.



¶ The Darius Rucker Intercollegiate was the 

first exclusively womenôs collegiate golf 

tournament on television - ever! 

¶We have signed a contract for Golf Channel 

to broadcast the tournament through 2026.

¶Golf Channel sent 75 personnel, set-up 4 

production trailers, 2 office trailers, a semi -

truck full of cable and a massive 60-foot 

satellite truck to televise the tournament live 

for three days. 

¶ The network highlighted Long Cove Club 

continually throughout the 28.5 total hours

of coverageincluding live broadcast

and re-plays.

2022 Spectators

ÅDuring the event, spectators parked across Hwy 278 at 
Central Church, and we hired a trolley to bring them into 
the community.  

ÅWhen they parked, we collected zip codesfrom every 
single spectator who entered Long Cove Club.  

Å1,720 people from outside the community came to the tournament over the 3 days. 
ÅTourists ï874 people from over 50 miles away
ÅVisitors ï270 people off-island, but live within 50 miles
ÅResidents - 576 island residents not including LCC Members

ÅSpectators came from 33 different states !





Research Survey Results

Å15% said the DRI was their primary reason for visiting Hilton Head. 

Å17% extended their staybecause they wanted to attend the tournament

Å82% of people said they were likely (26%) or extremely likely (56%) to return 
for next yearôs tournament.  

Å95% would recommend the DRI to friends.

Å89% thought the shuttle service was good (23%) or very good (66%).

ÅThe average spectatorwas married, 65+ with no children under 18 living at 
home with an income of $100,000 or more.
